4.2 Functionality Overview

This workshop will provide you with an overview of the new features and enhancements 
that have been developed for our latest major software upgrade; acQuire 4.2.  Come along 
to find out about the new sample Composites and Fractions module.  We will also be 
discussing the newly supported ADX4 laboratory format and the associated Import wizard, 
and the additional export options that are now available.

Fractions and Composites

There are instances in a sampling program where there is the need to either split (fraction) 
or composite field samples.  acQuire has now developed an additional database module 
that allows for the seamless storage and extraction of this data.  Find out more about how 
acQuire manages these new sampling relationships and how the Composites and Fractions 
can be associated and traced back to their original source samples.  An overview of the new 
tables, views and compounds will be discussed.

ADX (and Assay Management)

An acQuire import object is 
used to access source data and insert and/or update all, or a portion of, the data into an 
acQuire database. A data entry object is used to get data into the acQuire database. Time 
permitting, there will be an overview of Pocket acQuire. Pocket acQuire is a field data entry 
tool. There is also the option in this session to demonstrate the acQuire depth adjustment 
tool, for participants who use this tool.

QAQC and Assay Results in acQuire (aQ103): 2 days

This training session covers some of the more advanced applications of an acQuire import 
object and the creation of a QAQC object. An acQuire import object is used to access 
assay source data and insert and/or update all, or a portion of, the data into the acQuire 
database. The QAQC object is used to chart data and display related statistics of analytical 
data in an acQuire database. This session also includes how to produce a report within the 
QAQC object to review analytical data.

acQuire Reports (aQ104): 1 day

This session provides an overview of how to create and configure an acQuire report object. 
A report object displays a customised summary of the dataset used. This can be displayed 
in a number of ways, including the use of embedded charts (e.g. pie charts, scatter 
charts, bar charts). A report can contain one or more sub-reports. The final report can be 
printed or exported to a number of file formats (e.g. pdf, tiff, html, xls). This session also 
includes a brief overview of how to create and configure an acQuire LogReporter object. A 
LogReporter object is used to produce a graphic log of drillhole data.

acQuire Workspace Configuration (aQ106): 2 days

This session provides an overview of how to create and configure a script object. A script 
object is used to run a variety of different script types. A script object can display a grid of 
records in the database, create a table, query the database, execute a stored procedure and 
run batch commands. The session also details the workings of coordinate transformation 
systems and looks at project-based restricted access. Note: The RDBMS used in the training 
session uses Microsoft SQL Server 2005.

acQuire Data Extraction into Mapping and Modelling Systems 
(aQ107): 1 day

This session provides an overview of some of the methods of acQuire data export and 
how to access data through mining and mapping software packages. This includes 
visualisation of data (e.g. Google Earth), use of acQuire in different workflows, use of and 
interoperability of acQuireDirect.  A list of the planning and mapping software that will 
be demonstrated and/or used in this session will be available on the acQuire website one 
month before the training seminar.
